In an increased effort to keep our student-athletes safe, the MHSAA has put into place an
additional layer of concussion awareness. In the event that your son or daughter is removed
from play with concussion-like symptoms, the flow chart below will help in terms of what needs
to be completed before he or she may return to competition.
